	Hypertensive case finding service: Advanced National Service 

	The service screens any Surrey residents aged 35 years and over that have not already been diagnosed or receiving treatment for Hypertension, Atrial Fibrillation, or any other CVD disease
· Anyone who is aged 35 years and over 
· Without known cardiovascular disease including High blood pressure (or are on treatment for high blood pressure), Atrial Fibrillation, Diabetes, Chronic Kidney Disease, Angina, Stroke, Transient ischaemic attack, Heart failure and Myocardial infarction

	• Adults who are 40 years old or over, who do not have a current diagnosis of hypertension

• Patients, by exception, under the age of 40 who request the service because they have a recognised family history of hypertension may be provided the service at the pharmacist’s discretion

• Patients between 35 and 39 years old who are approached about or request the service may be tested at the pharmacist’s discretion

• Adults specified by a general practice for the measurement of blood pressure (clinic and ambulatory blood pressure checks). This process should be agreed locally with general practices


	The BP+ check will include blood pressure measurements, a pulse rhythm check and BMI

	The hypertensive case finding service will include a BP check and if clinically indicated an ABPM check offered

	Following the BP+ check, those patients identified as being at increased risk of CVD (based on their demographics and/or clinical results) should be offered a full NHS Health Check where they fulfil the NHS Health Check criteria
	A locally commissioned NHS Health Check could be completed as per the NHS Health Check service specification if the patient fulfils the criteria. This would be as a separate service to the hypertensive case-finding service and is not linked in anyway

	This service can be delivered by any trained member of staff
	This service can only be delivered by a pharmacist
